"So that you also may know how I am and what I am doing, Tychicus will tell you everything. He is a 
dear brother and a faithful minister in the Lord. I am sending him to you for this very purpose, to let 
you know how we are, and to encourage your hearts." - Ephesians 6:21-22, NRSV 
 
He is mentioned five times in the Bible, once as a companion of Paul and four times as Paul's 
emissary. He came from the province of Asia, according to Acts. Details of his life and ministry are 
fragmentary, at best.  
 
But while he lived and committed himself to the movement of Jesus-followers, he was able to share 
everything about how Paul was faring and what he was doing. Even though Paul had letter-writing at 
his disposal, and used it with extraordinary effectiveness, Tychicus could do what media could not 
do: encourage the hearts of the faithful.  
 
"Encourage hearts" is a lovely word-play, in English. Encourage has heart ("cor") right in its middle, 
so the phrase carries the sense "to put heart into your hearts." In the language of the New Testament, 
the Greek suggests "to call, up close and personal, to your hearts." Any way you read it, the verbs 
carry intimacy. To convey intimacy, there's no substitute for sending a message through a trusted 
messenger.  
 
The media are splendid helps — Paul used cutting edge technology to extend his reach, and because 
he did his words reach all the way to us. But maybe they took root because Tychicus, and women and 
men like him, carried the Word from Paul's heart to those of the saints.  
 
For whom might you be Tychicus, today? What encouragement could you bring?

SACRED MEMORIES  
 

TRUE -HEARTED, WHOLE -HEARTED  
 The text of this hymn was written by 

Frances Ridley Havergal (1836 -1879). She was 
touring with a group at Ormont Dessous, 
Switzerland in September, 1874. Her title for her 
ten -verse poem was òõTrue Hearted!õ New Years 
Address (in verse) for Y. W. C. A. for January, 

1875.ó It was first published in 1878 in Loyal 
Responses , a book of her poetry. This poem is 
based on I Corinthians 16:3. Miss Havergal also 
authored òTake My Life, and Let it Beó and òLord, 
Speak to Meó. 
 George Coles Stebbins (1846 -1945) 
composed the music for this hymn. He wrote the 
music during a meeting in New Haven, 
Connecticut, in 1888. He used stanzas 1, 2, and 4 
with stanza 3 as the songõs refrain. Later that year 
the hymn was published as a four -part menõs 
chorus, and in 1890 it was published for mixed 
voices. Stebbins is also known as the composer of 
òTake Time to be Holyó, òJesus is Tenderly 
Calling,ó òThrow Out the Lifelineó, and several 
other hymn tunes.

LOVE LIFTED ME  
 

 The text of the hymn, òLove Lifted Meó was 
written by James Rowe (1865 -1933). One of the 
most prolific hymn poets of the twentieth century, 
Rowe was born in England. He moved to the 
United States in 1890 and settled in Albany, New 

York. After working as a railroad employee for a 
time, he devoted the rest of his life to literary 
pursuits and became especially noted for writing 
song texts. He teamed with several different 
composers and produced, by his own record, more 
than 19,000 hymn texts.  
 For òLove Lifted Meó, Rowe collaborated with 
Howard E. Smith (1863 -1918). According to 
Roweõs daughter, Smith was a man of small 
stature whose hands were gnarled with arthritis, 
but he could still play the piano. While Rowe was 
writing the words, Smith would compose the 
melody, one phrase at the time. This is how the 
song was put together in Saugatuck, Connecticut 
in 1912.  
 The song is based on the familiar story of 
how Peter went to walk on the water, became 
afraid, began to sink, cried out to the Lord, and 
was lifted out of the water by Jesus (Matthew 
14:30 -31).
